NOTICE BOARD – please continue to look on the main notice board that is situated outside the office. All up to date events and information is placed in this board e.g. lunches, photographer, party days, any illness etc. 
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SCHOOL UNIFORM – school uniform is COMPULSORY. In the winter months children should wear green tracksuit bottoms, polos and sweatshirts these can be purchased from the office and will be charged to your next invoice. Please ensure that you label clothes to reduce the risk of losing them!
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NEW UNIFORM NOW IN… small tracksuit bottoms; fleece scarves; gloves (Hedgehogs and Badgers) mittens (for the younger children). These can be purchased from the office and then placed on your next invoice. 
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WINTER – winter is here please make sure your child has a warm coat, hat, scarf, mittens and wellies for outside play, it can get really cold in the winter months.
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REPORTS – these are being written as we speak. Please can I ask that when you receive your child’s report you would read them and comment, returning them to the classroom teachers! Each member of staff has taken a lot of time and effort to write the report and once they have been returned we then stick them in the child’s Learning Journal. 
SICKNESS - if your child has sickness or diarrhoea there is a 48 HOUR EXCLUSION set by Essex County Council, this is from the last episode of the diarrhoea or sickness!! Please ring the office for guidance on exclusion periods for various illnesses! 
SCHOOL INTAKE – from this year forward the majority of the children will be leaving within the summer months and this is because Primary Schools have changed their intakes. Primary Schools will only be having children start in September meaning we have limited room for children changing rooms or increasing days. So if you would like your child to increase we suggest it will be within the summer months this year.

INVOICING – at Beechoak Farm we invoice              every four weeks, you will now need to pay within two weeks of the following dates; February 13th, March 12th, April 9th, May 9th. If you DO NOT pay within this time you will be excluded from school until the fees are settled, you will still incur charges whilst not here.  
FINALLY – please take the time to pop into the office and check that we have all the correct and up-to-date information for your child, records and contact information.
